State Legislative Scorecard 2003

The 78th Legislature (2003)
This session, consumers were let down and the environment was
put at further risk. Legislators voted to allow a low-level radioac-
tive waste dump in West Texas, failed to adequately protect
consumers from price-gouging by insurance companies, and
enacted measures to restrict consumers’ legal rights. On the
bright side, the Legislature voted for new consumer protections
against identity theft, stopped a bill to subsidize air-polluting solid
waste incineration, and set new standards for ethics to help clean
up the Capitol.

The Votes In This Scorecard
Of the hundreds of bills voted on this legislative session, we
identified a few key votes that will have the greatest impact on
Texas consumers, the environment and our democracy. These
votes include a bill to restrict local prosecutors from enforcing
environmental laws, proposals to lower insurance rates, and more.
